Underwater Wet Welding 'A
Welder's Mate' is the brain-
child of international weld-
ing technologist and senior
welding inspector David J
Keats. It is a definitive
training manual and refer-
ence book for welder divers.

The book gives step-by-
step procedures for carrying
out successful underwater
wet-stick welding operations.
It will help the beginner to
grasp the essentials of the skill
while providing the experi-
enced welder with a better
understanding of the parame-
ters and shows how to achieve
the very best results.

Related subjects
covered authorita-
tively and compre-
hensively in the
book include the
principles of the
welding
process, the equip-
ment, consumables, terminol-
ogy, process characteristics,
procedures and qualifications,
metallurgy, iron and steel,
weldability, defects, health
and safety, quality assurance
and quality control and train-
ing issues.

Practical exercises on the
three basic techniques are
given at the end of the book
together with a useful self-
assessment questionnaire. The
book is highly illustrated with
original drawings and B/W
photographs.

The book is a second edi-
tion which has completely
revised and built on the

p Risk Assessment, including
hazard identification, assess-
ment of risk and control meas-
ures. The practical control
measures are further detailed
and included elimination, sub-
stitution, engineering controls,
administrative controls and
personal protective equipment
(PPE).

The Appendixes provide
risk assessment flow charts
and a detailed list of bullet
points to be considered.

All-in-all, this guidance
note is a complete, authorita-
tive package for preparing to
dive in contaminated waters.
It's simply the best advice

available. It supersedes the
original guidance note pub-
lished in November 1999,
IMCA D 021.

While the guidance note
has been produced with the
offshore diver in mind, it is
equally applicable to the
inland/inshore diver.
